INTRODUCTION

1. Purpose of this Privacy Policy

1.1. This is a Privacy Policy of Cromwell European Holdings Limited, any of its direct and indirect
subsidiaries or the funds and the mandates under their management, as applicable (the
“Privacy Policy”).

1.2. We, the controller ("we", “us”, as detailed in each Processing-Specific Section), are committed
to protecting the privacy and security of your personal data.

1.3. We will comply with the following data protection principles when gathering and using personal
data:

= we will process personal data lawfully, fairly and in a transparent manner;

= we will collect personal data for specified, explicit and legitimate purposes only, and will not
process it in a way that is incompatible with those legitimate purposes;

= we will only process the personal data that is adequate, relevant and necessary for the
relevant purposes;

Your Personal Data

It is necessary for us to process certain personal data concerning you. Except as specifically
indicated in the Processing-Specific Sections, personal data we hold and process will only be
used within Cromwell European Holdings Limited, any of its direct and indirect subsidiaries or
the funds and the mandates under their management.

How your information will be used

How is your personal data collected?

“Personal data” relates to information that can be used to directly or indirectly identify you.

Personal data does not include information that has
been irreversibly anonymised or aggregated so that it can no longer enable us, whether in
combination with other information or otherwise, to identify you.

Unless specified in the relevant Processing-Specific Section, we do not collect any special
categories of personal data about you (this includes details about your race or ethnicity,
religious or philosophical beliefs, sex life, sexual orientation, political opinions, trade union
membership, information about your health and genetic and biometric data).

If required, for the sole purpose of compliance with our legal undertakings pertaining to Know
Your Client (KYC), Anti-Money Laundering (AML) and Combating of Financing of Terrorism
(CFT), we may process personal data which may be connected to your criminal convictions
and offences.

Please note that we may process your personal data using more than one lawful ground
depending on the specific purpose for which we are using your data.

Your Rights

The GDPR, and other applicable data protection legislation gives you certain specific rights
relating to your personal data which are set out below:
